            Prescott Weekend Update      
April 21st, 2024 

Good Afternoon PLC Families: 

This week I’d like to share with you the details of an upcoming activity happening at our school 
later this month.  Through the support of our school council and financial support of the PLC 
Fundraising Foundation, between April 29th and May 4th, we will be hosting Missoula Children’s 
Theatre’s (MCT) production of Robin Hood.  
  
Now before you scroll through, you need to know that this is a production of a different 
sort.  Rather than having a group of actors come to the school and perform, MCT instead 
brings the play to the school for PLC students to produce and perform in the 
production.  That’s right, over the course of the week, 60 PLC students (and four assistant 
directors) will audition, rehearse, and then on Saturday May 4th, will be staging two 
performances at the school for friends, family, and the general public.   Two tour actors/directors 
from Missoula Montana will spend the week preparing for the production with after school 
auditions (Monday) and rehearsals (after auditions Monday, and Tuesday through Friday) with 
the productions occurring Saturday afternoon and evening.  The production is open to students 
from Kindergarten through Grade Nine who fill roles from assistant directors to actors and front 
and back of house.  While the older students are expected to attend until 7:30 each night, the 
younger performers will only rehearse until 5:15 - 5:30ish.  And as a bonus, the rehearsals, 
running roughly 3:30 to 7:30 nightly, are open to parents and teachers.   
 
Further, MCT are also tentatively scheduled on 
Wednesday the 1st for a Kindergarten through 
grade six assembly on actors and acting in the 
main gym.   
 
This week we will be signing up students from all 
grades for the pre-audition to be held on Monday 
the 29th.  After the two-hour audition right after 
school, MCT will choose 60 actors from all 
grades and four assistant directors to continue 
for a two-hour rehearsal.  To be eligible students 
must be present at each rehearsal and 
presentation Monday through Saturday May 
4th.  MCT is very specific with how many 
students from each age group are eligible and 
are adamant that student performers attend each rehearsal and performance.   There is no cost 
to performers to participate other than the commitment to be present at each rehearsal and 
performance.  I ask that you have a conversation with your child, and if they are interested in 
participating, and can commit to all rehearsals and performances, please print off this 
permission form at https://prescott.psd.ca/download/447044 send it with your child to school 
before Thursday, April 25th.

New and Updated Information 

Alberta Government Cellphone Use in Schools Survey - The Government of Alberta wants 
to hear from Albertans about how students should use cellphones in schools.   In Alberta and in 
many other places across the world, student cellphone use is increasing. For children and 
youth, it typically becomes more prevalent as students advance through the grades.  
Teachers may occasionally use cellphones in classrooms for learning and teaching purposes. 
There are many other reasons a student may use a cellphone within school hours, including:   

• Communicating about practices/rehearsals for school organizations (teams, clubs, etc.)   
• Checking transit schedules   
• Staying in touch with families about issues or emergencies   

However, there are concerns that cellphones can be a distraction in educational environments 
and can sometimes be used inappropriately within classrooms and schools.     
We want to hear from all Albertans, including parents, guardians, teachers and other education 
professionals. Your input will help inform future government direction on cellphone use in 
schools.

Puma Pride Day:  Playoff Parade -On Friday, April 26th, students are encouraged to wear 
their favourite team’s jersey or colours to school.   Students will be making posters to support 
your team for this playoff season and join in a school-wide Playoff Parade!   At various times 
throughout the day students will partake in a walk up along Grove Drive and back through 
Jubilee Park (a shorter route will be taken by the K-4 classes).  The goal is to show team spirit 
(even if your team didn’t make the playoffs, wah!) – Let’s go Oilers!  
 
Bikes and Scooter Locks - In fairness, compared to other schools, we are fortunate that theft 
is not too big a problem.  That said, at times kids don’t make the best choices and items are 
occasionally stolen.  With the warmer weather I ask that you have a discussion with your kids 
about locking up their bikes in the many racks provided around the school.  We also provide a 
couple of scooter specific locking stations located on the north and south sides of the main 
entrance.  A lock makes things safe rather than sorry.   
 
Skate Boards, Bikes and Scooters - With the (hopefully) warmer weather more and more 
students are getting to the school on their skateboards, bikes, and scooters.  I’ll ask that you 
have a conversation with your child(ren) reminding them that when on school property for the 
safety of all of our students, particularly the younger ones, they need to dismount and walk 
them to and from the main entrance. 
 
- Our school Read-A-Thon begins 
on Monday April 29, 2024 and is sure to be a fun and exciting event. We understand that your 
time is valuable. We also know that providing the best education for your child is important.
